FCA Uniform Policy
Dress Code

School is important business and a student's clothing reminds him of its importance. God is glorified when
our dress is appropriate for the occasion and free from distracting or offensive extremes; therefore, we
have selected basic uniform guidelines for our students. Parents are responsible for sending their

children to school correctly dressed and groomed. Determination of dress code violations will be

the responsibility of the Administration. If a student is found in violation of dress code, a dress code
policy form will be sent home for the parent to sign and return. After 3 violations per semester for the same
uniform infraction, parents will be called to bring proper attire or pick up their child from school. Any
absence or tardies incurred due to uniform infractions would be considered unexcused.

Clothing Item Colors Special Instructions
Jumper / Skirt / Skorts Navy Shorts must be worn under jumpers and skirts
Khaki at all times unless tights are worn.
Jumpers, Skirts and Skorts must be able to touch the
floor when in a kneeling position.
No shorter than two inches or three fingers above the
knee.
Pants Navy Dress slacks or uniform pants for girls K5-9th . Girls must
(flat or pleated front) Khaki wear belts if pants have belt loops.
Kindergarten may wear non-belted elastic waist pants, if
pants have belt loops, belts must be worn.
Boys in grades 1-9 will wear uniform pants (Docker-style)
with belt loops and belts.
Pants must not have pockets sewn on the outside. No
wide leg or trendy styles. No cargo, carpenter, zip-off or
parachute pants. No low-rise pants. No drawstring styles.
Shorts Navy Same guidelines as pants above.
Capri Uniform Pants Khaki May be worn during the months of August, September,
October, April and May.
No shorter than two inches or three fingers above the
knee.
Blouses White Round collar blouse (peter-pan collar).
(Girls) May be long or short sleeved.
Shirts Navy Three button golf-style shirts (plain or FCA emblem only).
White Shirts may be long or short sleeved.

Turtleneck Shirts Navy May be worn under long sleeved uniform shirts,

White Academy sweatshirts, jumpers and sweaters (as
Red listed in the dress code) during the winter months.

Academy Golf-Style Shirts Navy May be ordered through the school office.
Academy Logo Sweatshirts Red May be worn any day of the week.
Hunter Green | Academy logo sweatshirts must be worn with a uniform
White shirt or a turtleneck shirt (uniform colors) under them.
Sweaters Navy V-Neck Pullover, Crew-Neck Pullover or Cardigan Style
White sweaters may be worn over a uniform shirt or a turtleneck
Hunter Green | shirt (uniform colors) during the winter months.
Red Plain with no logos, emblems or trim.
Socks/Tights Navy Must be in good taste and match the basic uniform.
White Girls must wear navy or white knee socks or tights with
skirts, skorts and jumpers during the months of
November - March.

Shoes Lace up, buckle style or loafer style shoes (dress or
casual) with non-marking soles may be worn. Tennis
shoes may also be worn.

Open back shoes, open toe sandals, heels,
and cowboy boots will not be permitted.
Belts Belts must be in good taste, modest, and match the

basic uniform.

Coats and Jackets

Any outerwear, with the exception of blue jean jackets,
may be worn going to and from school.

Outerwear must be removed in the classroom
during school hours.

Jewelry
Make-up

Must be modest, as determined by the Administration.
Girls - pierced ears are acceptable (only one earring

per ear lobe). No other body piercings or decorations are
permissible.

Boys - necklaces, earrings, body piercings or body
decorations are not permissible.

Hair

Must be neat and clean at all times.

Extreme hairstyles or hairstyles reflecting extreme
culture are not permitted.

Boys' hair may not go past the middle of the ears,
obstruct the eyes or touch the collar.

Hats/Caps/Scarves/Bandanas

Are not allowed to be worn in the classroom.

P.E. Uniform Navy Grades K5-9 are required to bring their P.E. uniform on
White the days they are scheduled for P.E.
Hunter Green] P.E. Uniform Colors may be mixed and matched as
Black long as the colors coordinate.
Red Must be plain with no writing or logos on them.

* During the months of August, September, October,
April and May, the P.E. uniform will consist of a
T-shirt and shorts.

* During the colder months of November-March,
the P.E. uniform will consist of a sweatshirt and
sweatpants. Due to weather conditions, P.E.

may be held inside. The student will be required
to have their summer P.E. uniform with them,

in these cases.
